COURSE TITLE: PHYSICS
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  The subject matter of physics, distinguished from that of chemistry and biology, includes mechanics, heat, light and other radiation, sound, electricity, magnetism, and the structure of atoms.
COURSE ASSESSMENT:

1. Daily work and lab assignments will be graded on a 10 point scale depending on the length and depth of the assignment.

2. Tests will be graded on a 40 point scale.
3. Late work may be assessed a 20% penalty. A 50% penalty may be assessed after 2 weeks.
